Business Natural or Physical Science Health Administration

5. Must be a member of an American Indian tribe or otherwise considered to be an American Indian by the tribe with which
affiliation is claimed; or is at least 1/4 American Indian blood; or is at least 1/4 Alaskan Native; or considered to be an Alaskan
Native by an Alaskan Native group to which affiliation is claimed.

6. Upon acceptance, students are encouraged to become an AISES member (www.aises.org/membership & submit dues).

AWARDS Notification of award is made in November and fall disbursements are made no later than December 15. Spring
disbursements are made after transcripts and proof of spring enrollment has been received.

OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPT An official high school and/or college transcript is required. Faxed photocopies and
computer printouts by applicant will not be accepted in lieu of official documents.

PERSONAL ESSAY On a separate sheet(s), the applicant must provide a 500-word essay. The essay must
include reasons why a particular field of study was chosen, a description of the applicant's
career aspirations, an evaluation of past scholastic performance and any obstacles faced
as a student, and applicant's involvement and commitment to tribal community life. The
essay must be attached to this application, typed using a font of 12 points, and double-
spaced. The applicant's name and date must appear at the top of the sheet.
